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Mercedes-Benz Automotive Engines Developed from Aircraft
Engines: Which Came First?

Over the past year, I have been following on YouTube the rebuilding of a
reciprocating engine-powered aircraft.  Recently, I started thinking about how much
the aircraft engine looked like a high-performance Mercedes-Benz engine. Both
engine types have superchargers, fuel injection and dual spark plugs in each
cylinder. That got me thinking about the evolution of these two engine-types;
?automotive or aircraft engines, which came first

Mercedes-Benz traces its origins to Karl Benz's first internal combustion engine in a
car, seen in the Benz Patent Motorwagen – financed by Bertha Benz's dowry and
patented in January 1886 – and Gottlieb Daimler and their engineer Wilhelm
Maybach's conversion of a stagecoach, with the addition of a petrol engine,
introduced later that year. The Mercedes automobile was first marketed in 1901 by
Daimler Motoren Gesellschaft (DMG). The first Mercedes-Benz branded vehicles
were produced in 1926, following the merger of Karl Benz and Gottlieb Daimler's
companies into the Daimler-Benz company on 28 June of the same year. 

Aircraft Engines

From 1937 onward, Daimler Benz focused increasingly on military products such as
the DB 600 and the DB 601 aero engines. The Daimler-Benz DB 600 and DB 601
were liquid-cooled inverted V12 engine aircraft engine designed and built before and
during World War II. The DB 601 prototype was built and first run in 1935. 
Production was from 1937 to 1943.

Most newer DB engine designs were based on the DB 600 engine. Among these
new features were fuel injection systems rather than carburetors. The DB 600 formed
this function (having in turn been developed from the Daimler-Benz F4A and F4B
V12s), therefore when the injection system was ready it meant that the DB 600 was
replaced by the otherwise similar DB 601, which in addition to direct fuel injection,
also added the variable speed supercharger. Later DB series engines grew in bore,
stroke, and horsepower, including the DB 603 and DB 605, but were generally like
the DB 600.

Automotive Engines

Numerous technological innovations were introduced on Mercedes-Benz
automobiles throughout the many years of their production. Mercedes-Benz were the
first to offer direct fuel injection on the Mercedes-Benz 300SL Gullwing (1954-1957).
The 300 SL traces its origins to the company's 1952 racing car, the W194, and was
equipped with a mechanical direct fuel injection system that significantly increased
the power output of its three-liter overhead camshaft straight-six engine.

Mercedes-Benz W202 is the internal designation for a compact sedan/saloon
manufactured and marketed by Mercedes-Benz 1993–2000, as the first generation of
the C-Class. Replacing the 190 series/W201 in June 1993, the C-Class sedan was
Mercedes' entry-level model until 1997. The most important addition to the C-Class
was a supercharged version of the fuel injected straight four, the C 230 Kompressor
(M111 E23 ML), using a Roots-type supercharger to generate 193 PS (142 kW; 190
hp) at 5300 rpm. Mercedes-Benz finally reused the supercharger technology in an
automotive engine after 60 years.

Dual Ignition

Dual Ignition is a system for spark-ignition engines, whereby critical ignition
components, such as spark plugs and magnetos, are duplicated. Dual ignition is
commonly employed on aero engines and is sometimes found on cars and
motorcycles.

Dual ignition provides two advantages in aero engines: redundancy in the event of in-
flight failure of one ignition system; and more efficient burning of the fuel-air mixture
within the combustion chamber.  In automobiles, the main targets are efficient
combustion and meeting emission law requirements.

Several modern Mercedes-Benz engines also have two spark plugs per cylinder,
such as the M112 and M113 engines. All M112 engines use sequential fuel injection
with two spark plugs per cylinder. In 2002, the V-8-powered C43 AMG was replaced
with the C32 AMG, powered by a supercharged version of Mercedes' 3.2-liter, twin-
ignition, fuel injected, 3-valve 90-degree V-6.

Conclusion

The origin of the combined dual ignition, supercharged, and fuel injected
reciprocating engine belongs to the 1937 DB 601 aero engine. Even though the
supercharged engine was pioneered by the Mercedes-Benz automotive engineers in
the model 6/25 automobile (1923), it wasn’t until 2002 with the introduction of the
C32 AMG that a similarly configured automotive engine using all three technologies
was introduced.

Airbag Recall

At Mercedes-Benz, our highest priority is keeping you safe.  So we'd like to
share some important information about a recall involving Takata frontal airbags
used in many vehicles, including certain Mercedes-Benz models.  This safety
recall is a result of inflators that may improperly deploy with excessive force in
the event of a crash. Takata and other inflator suppliers are working with the
U.S. Department of Transportation National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration (NHTSA) to coordinate availability of replacement airbags as
soon as possible.
